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Accommodation Review Committee n UPDATE
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The District School Board of Niagara (DSBN) has begun an Accommodation Review of the secondary school
in south St. Catharines and Thorold. Five high schools, including Thorold Secondary School (TSS), will be
examined during this process, which could potentially conclude with a decision to close at least one of the
five schools. Public hearings, held at Kernahan Park Secondary School in St. Catharines, have already
begun. The agendas, minutes and supporting reports can be found by following the link to the Accommo-
dation Review on the DSBN website: www.dsbn.org/arc.

An Accommodation Review Committee (ARC) has been formed to research this issue and develop
recommendations to be considered by the DSBN before the final decision is made. Among the
Commi tteeds members are four appointees representin
among others, is to gather input from the community about the importance of its local high school and to
identify the impacts that may result should the community school be closed.

If you would like to follow this process, you may attend any of the future  Public Meetings on Thursday,
October 20, Thursday October 27, Thursday November 24, Thursday January 19 and Thursday
February 16.
